President Jennifer Melear today announced her intention to run for a second term.   After working successfully with the Congress, which is now over 25% female, to implement paid family leave, President Melear said that she intends to concentrate on education in her next term.

In other news, the Pew Center for the People and the Press announced that for the first time in US history, 18 to 34 year olds represent the highest percentage of voters.  They attribute this accomplishment to the Stennis Center's successful voter education campaign called "Move Over Gramps, Its My Time to Vote!"  This slogan was recognized by over 90% of their survey respondents.

Mary:

Speaking of the Stennis Center, they announced today their intention to take their Parity and Progress Campaign to the next level.  Their goal is to achieve the same percentage of women in the US Congress that exists in the population.  The Parity and Progress campaign has already achieved parity at the local level, from school boards to state houses.

In international news, Angelina Jolie received the Nobel Peace Prize today for adopting her one millionth poor child.  In her acceptance speech, she thanked President Melear for her support of global initiatives that made it possible to end world poverty.

In judicial news, yesterday the Senate confirmed Arielle Schneider as the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.  This brings to six the number of women on the Supreme Court.  Critics complained that President Melear has only nominated women to fill the four vacancies that occurred when Justice Goodfellow veered off the right side of the road and hit a statue of Susan B. Anthony.  Tragically, his passengers included Justices Oldboy, Status Quo, and SameOhSameOh.

President Melear countered their criticisms by stating that she does not consider gender when she makes appointments.  She said that if she could find a qualified man, she would nominate one.
